This solution reproduces a bug that results in the following exceptions:

NOTE: I am used 3.1.0.5 beta because when I moved to release version 3.0.1.0 my UI was broken in a way that had to be fixed by a Syncfusion bug fix.  Please reproduce using 3.1.0.5.

Run the program – you should see a single CycleID row in the parent grid, and 8 inputs (D1 – D8) in the child grid.  The PData.xml file should be in the bin\debug folder and must be read in when the program starts.
To reproduce the bug:

1. Delete the last input from the inputs grid (D8).

2. Select the next row in the parent (MasterCycles) grid and add a new row such that CycleID = 1, Station = S1 and Cycle Type = STATIC.

3. Go to the Inputs grid and add Input D8.

4. Click on the 1st row in the parent (MasterCycles) grid.
At this point the exception should have occurred and D8 appears as a child of the CycleID = 2 row, instead of the CycleID = 1 row.

This example is a small subset of a large program.  Note that I have another editor form (an older version) that has identical grids, event code, etc. but does not use a dockingManager and it works fine in this same situation.  In the working form, the grids are in tab pages instead of docked panels, but they are still hosted in a child tabbedMDI form.
